e Improved land preparation enabled by precision geospatial analysis.

Common challenges faced in the participants’ home countries: such as Iraq,
Lebanon, Egypt were also discussed. These include significant post-harvest losses
and inefficient cold-chain management for perishable goods, often due to
suboptimal logistics systems.
