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Innovative educational approaches, including the use of digital technologies and
e-learning platforms, are crucial for making learning more accessible and
impactful. Integrating sustainability education into curricula at all levels fosters a
deeper understanding and commitment to sustainable development principles.

Moreover, fostering collaboration and networking among SDG practitioners
encourages the exchange of knowledge, best practices, and resources, thereby
strengthening the collective capacity to address global challenges.

The SDG Learning, Training, and Practice (or SDGs in Practice) is a series of
capacity-building and knowledge-learning sessions focused on essential topics
related to the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.
The series is held annually as a special event in the margins of the High-level
Political Forum on Sustainable Development (HLPF).

In 2024, seven SDG in Practice sessions will be organized in the margins of HLPF,
covering topics such as the Future of Education and Artificial Intelligence,

The SDGs in Practice training sessions are open
to all interested parties and are organized by UN entities in collaboration with a
range of partners and stakeholders.
