They are required to attend at
least 3 of the 6 live sessions. Additionally, a Certificate of Completion will be
awarded upon successful completion of the self-paced Training of Trainers
eLearning course.

Technical Requirements: Participants will need a stable internet connection
and access to a computer with audio and video capabilities for the live sessions.
Live sessions will be hosted in Zoom.
